LENTEN GUIDELINES

Catholic Newspapers

Lent offers us the opportunity to prepare for the celebration of Easter, to walk with the catechumens preparing for the
celebration of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation, and for those of us who are baptized to prepare ourselves to
renew our baptismal promises through penitential practices, prayer and almsgiving.

In a particular way during Lent, we are asked to devote ourselves to the spiritual and corporal works of mercy that
“remind us that faith finds expression in concrete everyday actions meant to help our neighbors in body and spirit.”

The following practices are to be observed by Catholics in the Diocese of Orange in their penitential practices:
FASTING

m In the dioceses in the United States, Catholics aged 18 through 59 are bound to fast on both Ash Wednesday (Feb.
22,2023) and Good Friday (April 7, 2023).

m To fast means a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not equal to
a full meal. Food and drink between meals (excepting water and medicine) is not permitted on fast days.
ABSTINENCE FROM MEAT

m Catholics aged 14 and up are to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all Fridays of Lent and Good Friday.

m To abstain means refraining from eating beef, veal, pork or poultry at least, although eggs and milk products are
acceptable. The consumption of fish and shellfish is permitted, though the penitential character of the abstinence
should be kept in mind.

EASTER DUTY

m All the faithful, after they have been initiated into the Most Holy Eucharist, are bound by the obligation of receiving
Communion at least once a year. This precept is to be fulfilled during the Easter Season unless it is fulfilled, for a just
cause, at some other time during the year. This period is extended to include all the weeks of Lent and the Easter
Season up to Pentecost Sunday (May 28, 2023).

LENTEN PRACTICES

m The faithful are encouraged during Lent to attend daily Mass, receive Holy Communion, participate in penance
services and receive sacramental absolution; to take part in public and private exercises of piety, give generously to
works of religion and charity, perform acts of kindness toward the sick, aged and the poor; to practice voluntary
self-denial, especially regarding food, drink and worldly amusements; and to pray more fervently, particularly for the
intentions of the Holy Father.

m Lent is an admirable time to preach the Gospel message of reconciliation and for Pastors to make available
frequent communal celebration of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. In this way the social and ecclesial aspects of sin
and reconciliation may be underscored. It should be noted, however, that at such communal celebrations, general
absolution may not be given.

m To afford the faithful opportunities to participate in Lenten prayer services, pastors are encouraged to have such
prayer services at least twice a week, including the Way of the Cross on

Fridays, Exposition and Benediction, Evening Prayer and evening

Masses. A homily or instruction should be included.

m Those responsible for the religious formation of the young should

bring their children, whenever it is possible, to Church in Lent for the

devotion of the Way of the Cross. It is commendable to have a separate

devotion to the Way of the Cross accommodated to children, insofar as

circumstances permit.

PAUTAS DE CUARESMA

Por el Diacono Modesto Cordero, Director de la Oficina de Adoracién / Didcesis de Orange — Extraido y
reimpreso de OC Catholic Newspapers

La Cuaresma nos ofrece la oportunidad de prepararnos para la celebracion de la Pascua, de caminar con los
catecumenos preparandose para la celebracién del Bautismo, la Eucaristia y la Confirmacion, y para aquellos
de nosotros que somos bautizados para prepararnos para renovar nuestras promesas bautismales a través de
practicas penitenciales, oracién y ofrendas.

De una manera particular, durante la Cuaresma, se nos pide que nos dediquemos a las obras de misericordia
espirituales y corporales que "nos recuerdan que la fe se expresa en acciones cotidianas concretas destinadas
en ayudar a nuestro préjimo en cuerpo y espiritu”.

Las siguientes practicas deben ser observadas por los catélicos en la Diécesis de Orange en sus practicas
penitenciales:

AYUNO

m En las didcesis de los Estados Unidos, los catdlicos de 18 a 59 afios estan obligados a ayunar tanto el
Miércoles de Ceniza (22 de febrero de 2023) como el Viernes Santo (7 de abril de 2023).

m Ayunar significa que se le permite comer una comida completa, asi como dos comidas mas pequefias que
juntas no son iguales a una comida completa. No se permite comer y beber entre comidas (excepto aguay
medicamentos) en los dias de ayuno.

Los catélicos de 14 anos en adelante deben abstenerse de comer carne el Miércoles de Ceniza, todos los
viernes de Cuaresmay Viernes Santo.

m Abstenerse significa no comer carne de res, ternera, cerdo o aves de corral, aunque los huevos y los
productos lacteos son aceptables. Se permite el consumo de pescado y marisco, aunque debe tenerse en
cuenta el caracter penitencial de la abstinencia.

DEBER DE PASCUA

m Todos los fieles, después de haber sido iniciados en la Santisima Eucaristia, estan obligados a recibir la
Comuniodn al menos una vez al afo. Este precepto debe cumplirse durante el tiempo de Pascua a menos que
se cumpla, por una causa justa, en algun otro momento del afio. Este periodo se extiende para incluir todas las
semanas de Cuaresma y la temporada de Pascua hasta el domingo de Pentecostés (28 de mayo de 2023).

PRACTICAS CUARESMAL

m Se anima a los fieles durante la Cuaresma a asistir a Misa diaria, recibir la Sagrada Comunién, participar en
servicios de penitencia y recibir la absolucion sacramental; participar en ejercicios publicos y privados de
piedad, dar generosamente a las obras de religién y caridad, realizar actos de bondad hacia los enfermos, los
ancianos y los pobres; practicar la abnegacién voluntaria, especialmente con respecto a la comida, la bebida y
las diversiones mundanas; y orar mas fervientemente, particularmente por las intenciones del Santo Padre.

m La Cuaresma es un tiempo admirable para predicar el mensaje evangélico de reconciliacion y para que los
pastores pongan a disposicion la celebracién comunitaria frecuente del Sacramento de la Reconciliacion. De
este modo se pueden subrayar los aspectos sociales y eclesiales del pecado y de la reconciliacion. Cabe
sefalar, sin embargo, que, en tales celebraciones comunitarias, no se puede dar la absolucion general.

m Para brindar a los fieles oportunidades de participar en los servicios de oracién de Cuaresma, se alienta a
los pastores a tener tales servicios de oracion al menos dos

veces por semana, incluyendo el Via Crucis los viernes, la

Exposicion y la Bendicion, la Oracién de la Tarde y las Misas

vespertinas. Se debe incluir una homilia o instruccién.

m Los responsables de la formacion religiosa de los jévenes
deben llevar a sus hijos, siempre que sea posible, a la Iglesia en
Cuaresma para la devocion del Via Crucis. Es recomendable
tener una devocién separada al Via Crucis acomodada a los
nifos, en la medida en que las circunstancias lo permitan.
