S} Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ the Crucified,
y The Hope for the Resurrection!

This Sunday we celebrate the Fifth Sunday of Lent. The central theme of today’s readings is
the hope for the Resurrection. We can now discern a succession of themes from the thirst
for living water (on the third Sunday of Lent), through the longing to be healed of our spiritual
blindness (on the fourth Sunday of Lent), to our ultimate desire to share eternal life with the
resurrected Lord. The themes of death and resurrection pervade today's readings. The Psalmist looks
forward to Yahweh's salvation for both him and Israel. In the first reading, Ezekiel assures his exiled
congregation that Yahweh would one day return them to the freedom of the Promised Land. He promises
his followers that not even death would prevent God from fulfilling this promise. In the second reading, St.
Paul discusses Jesus' resurrection as a fact, the foundation of our faith, and the source of our hope of
partaking in Jesus' resurrection. In the gospel of John, the raising of Lazarus is the final and greatest sign
of Jesus, the Deliverer, a symbolic narrative of his victory over death at the sacrifice of his own life and a
sign anticipating his resurrection. In describing this tremendous miracle, we believe that after our fight with
sin and death in this world, we, too, shall be risen into eternal life. Indeed, our trust in Jesus, who is “the
resurrection and the life,” ensures that we will share in the resurrection and new life. Let us be wise,
well-prepared and always ready to meet our Lord in peace when the time comes!

May God bless all of you and your family abundantly today and throughout the week during this Lenten
Season! | look forward to seeing you again next weekend as we come together to celebrate the liturgy of
Palm Sunday. “God loves you and so do |.”

LENTEN FASTING

In the dioceses in the United States, Catholics aged 18 through 59 are bound to fast on both Ash Wednesday (Feb. 22, 2023) and Good
Friday (April 7, 2023). To fast means a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not
equal to a full meal. Food and drink between meals (excepting water and medicine) is not permitted on fast days.

LENTEN ABSTINENCE FROM MEAT

Catholics aged 14 and up are to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all Fridays of Lent and Good Friday. To abstain means
refraining from eating beef, veal, pork or poultry at least, although eggs and milk products are acceptable. The consumption of fish
and shellfish is permitted, though the penitential character of the abstinence should be kept in mind.

LENTEN PRACTICES

The faithful are encouraged during Lent to attend daily Mass, receive Holy Communion, participate in penance services and receive
sacramental absolution; to take part in public and private exercises of piety, give generously to works of religion and charity, perform
acts of kindness toward the sick, aged and the poor; to practice voluntary self-denial, especially regarding food, drink and worldly
amusements; and to pray more fervently, particularly for the intentions of the Holy Father.
