The Third Sunday in Ordinary Time — January 21, 2024
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

. On behalf of Bishop Vann, the Shepherd of our Diocese, and the Pastor of Christ Cathedral, | would like to
welcome each of you to Christ Cathedral and thank you very much for choosing Christ Cathedral and
celebrating with us your Sunday’s worship!

COMMITMENT TO BE DISCIPLES. “The kingdom of God is at hand.” “Repent and believe in the Gospel.”
What is our personal response to God’s word? The first reading tells us how the people of Nineveh promptly
responded to God’s word as preached by His prophet Jonah. In the second reading urged the community in Corinth to accept
Jesus’ word because his Second Coming could occur at any time. The Gospel described how Jesus entered Galilee and began
preaching the good news of God’s love, mercy, and salvation. Disciples are called to be with Jesus on a great spiritual journey
and to share in Jesus’ mission of proclaiming God’s kingdom in word and in deed.
