- Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
On behalf of Bishop Vann, the Shepherd of our Diocese, and the Pastor of Christ Cathedral, | would like

HOLINESS OF SOUL COMING FROM GOD. ‘I confessed my faults to the LORD, and you took away my guilt." “l turn to
you, Lord, in times of trouble, and you fill me with the joy of salvation." The first reading tells us freedom from bodily
impurity as a sign of internal holiness. The psalmist exhorts us to rejoice in the Lord because he purifies us from our
sins. St. Paul exhorts us to testify to our healing from the leprosy of sin by living changed lives, expressed in our doing
“everything for the glory of God” and for the salvation of others. The Gospel describes how Jesus heals a leper, liberating
him both from the disease of leprosy and from the unjust and inhuman social isolation. After receiving Holy Communion
at today’s Mass, let us talk with Jesus in the Eucharist and ask him to help us to repent of our sins because God is love
who waits patiently for us to ask him for forgiveness with a repentant heart.

To abstain means refraining from eating beef, veal,
pork or poultry at least, although eggs and milk
products are acceptable. The consumption of fish
and shellfish is permitted, though the penitential
character of abstinence should be kept in mind.
