Sunday of the Most Holy Trinity — May 26, 2024

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

& With joy and respect, | welcome each and every one of you to Christ Cathedral on behalf of Bishop
Kevin Vann, who leads our Diocese with wisdom and care. Your presence here today is deeply
appreciated and speaks volumes about your strong faith and your desire to come together as a
community to celebrate our shared beliefs.

THE MOST HOLY TRINITY. Today’s readings, though they don’t provide a detailed exposition of the doctrine of the
Blessed Trinity, beautifully illustrate the active presence and love of God in our lives. In the First Reading, we see
God’s intimate involvement with the world right from the beginning. It's a powerful reminder of His Fatherly care, a
care that is constant and nurturing. This example of divine fatherhood is not just something to admire from a
distance; it's a call for us to imitate in our own lives.

Through the Spirit, we
are not just followers; we are adopted into the very family of God, becoming brothers and sisters of Jesus, the Son.
This is a profound truth that should fill us with both awe and a deep sense of belonging. The Holy Spirit works
within us, transforming us and binding us together as a community of faith. And in the Gospel, we witness an
essential moment: Jesus’ final appearance to His apostles before ascending into heaven. Here, He commissions
them—and by extension, all of us—to go forth and make disciples of all nations. His command to baptize in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, explicitly invokes the Trinity, the central mystery of our
faith. It's a mission that calls us to share the love and truth of God with the world, to bring others into this divine
family. So, while the readings may not spell out the doctrine of the Trinity in a systematic way, they vividly show us
how the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are at work in our lives and in the history of salvation. After
Communion, let's take a moment to talk with Jesus in the Eucharist, especially let us take these messages to heart,
recognizing the presence of our Triune God in every aspect of our lives, and striving to live out this divine example
in our daily actions. We are invited to reflect God’s care and compassion in our interactions, to be instruments of
His love in the world.
