- Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the grace and love of our Lord, | extend a heartfelt welcome to each of you to Christ Cathedral.
On behalf of Bishop Kevin Vann, who shepherds our Diocese with profound wisdom and
compassionate care, | express our deep appreciation for your presence here today.

HAPPY SOLEMNITY OF THE CORPUS CHRISTI - THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF JESUS CHRIST. Today
we're headfirst into a really important part of our faith: the Holy Eucharist.

Now, on to the
idea of sacrifice. The Eucharistic celebration is more than just a meal; it's the sacrifice of Jesus on Calvary. This
isn't a bloody sacrifice, but it's a powerful one because it connects us directly to Jesus’ death and resurrection.
During Mass, when we offer Jesus’ sacrifice to God the Father, we're seeking forgiveness for our sins, and we use
signs and symbols to make this connection. Finally, let’s talk about what it means to be Christ-bearers and
conveyers. When we receive Holy Communion, we're taking in more than just a consecrated host. We're indeed
taking in Christ himself. Just like Mary carried Jesus, we're carrying Him within us. This means we have a
responsibility to bring Christ to others, whether it's at home, school, or work. We do this through acts of love, mercy,
forgiveness, and humble, sacrificial service. After Holy Communion, let's take a moment to talk with Jesus in the
Eucharist, especially let us remind of ourselves that every time we receive the Eucharist, we're becoming a bearer
of Christ, with the mission to share His love with the world.

This ancient vocation existed in the early
Church and was lived out in the first
virgin martyrs, such as St. Cecilia and
St. Agnes.

AROUND THE DIOCESE OF ORANGE

Over time, the growth of monastic orders
drew women to live religious life in
common, and the vocation of consecrated
virgins living in the world became less
common.

However, the Second Vatican Council
called for a revision of this ancient rite of
consecration and Pope St. Paul VI
published the revised rite of “Consecration
to a Life of Virginity” in 1970.

Since that time, the Catholic Church has
enjoyed an increase of vocations to this
particular vocation numbering over 5,000
consecrated virgins worldwide.
