My Dear Brother Priests,

| write to you with joy and a renewed sense of urgency as we prepare to celebrate World Mission
Sunday next weekend, October 18-19, 2025 — a universal day of prayer and solidarity for the
missions. This year, we have received an extraordinary gift: a personal video message from Pope
Leo X1V, the first U.S.-born Pope and a missionary himself, which he recorded to invite the faithful to
join him in supporting the Church’s missionary work.

In this message, the Holy Father reminds us of what he witnessed during his years serving in Peru: that
the faith, prayer, and generosity shown on World Mission Sunday can transform entire communities.
He calls upon every parish to participate fully — through prayer, preaching, and generosity — and asks
us to help him “help the missions.”

As your bishop and fellow laborer in the Lord's vineyard, | humbly ask you to share this powerful
video with your parishioners — before Mass, if possible, as well as through your parish website,
social media platforms, Flocknote and other emails, and any other tools at your disposal. The video is
available in English, Spanish, and ltalian, with subtitled versions in French and Portuguese. Suggested
captions and resources are available from our Diocesan Pontifical Mission Society Office to make it
easier for you and your staff to get the Holy Father’s appeal out effectively.

We know that the Word of God “does not return empty” (Is 55:11). When the faithful see and hear
the successor of Peter — a former missionary priest and bishop — look at them through the camera
and ask for their help, they will respond with faith, missionary zeal and generosity.

Pope Leo's appeal is especially meaningful for us here in the United States, and not just because he is a
native son. Many of our parishes — including some of our oldest cathedrals — were built thanks to the
generosity of European Catholics in the 19th century, through collections like the one we are about to
take up. What we received, we are now called to give (Mt 10:8). Close to 40 percent of the
help missionary territories receive on World Mission Sunday comes from the United
States. To whom more is given, more is to be expected (Lk 12:48).

As priests, we are not just ministers of sacraments but heralds of the Gospel. Let us echo Christ’s call
to “go and make disciples of all nations™ (Mt 28:19) by encouraging our people to pray for and support
those who proclaim the Gospel where it has yet to be heard or just been embraced.

Let us lead our communities in becoming, as this year’s theme attests, true Missionaries of Hope
Among the Peoples.

A MESSAGE FROM OUR RECTOR .

! ™ My dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

First of all, welcome to Christ Cathedral, a sacred place of peace and grace, where all who seek God’s

presence are received with open arms. We are truly delighted that you are here today, gathered together
= in the light and love of our Lord. On behalf of Bishop Kevin Vann, the faithful Shepherd of our Diocese
and Pastor of Christ Cathedral, we extend our heartfelt thanks for your presence. Your being here is a
meaningful expression of your faith, devotion, and the strength of our spiritual family. May God bless
our time of worship and fill our hearts with His joy and peace, now and always.

Secondly, we gather today in deep gratitude and reverence for today’s White Mass, a celebration to honor those who work
in healing professions: caregivers, home health aides, therapists/counselors, physicians, nurses, social workers,
chaplains, case managers, physical/occupational therapists, dieticians, elder care specialists, pharmacists, patient care
navigators, executive teams, mission leaders, hospital custodial teams, interns/students and all healthcare professionals.
Your vocation is more than a job; it is a ministry. A calling. A mission. This year’s White Mass beautifully coincides with
two powerful moments in our Church calendar: The 29th Sunday in Ordinary Time, where we hear the Gospel of the
persistent widow (Luke 18:1-8), and World Mission Sunday, a global celebration of the Church’s call to proclaim the
Gospel and serve those in need. In the Gospel, Jesus tells a parable about a widow who, though powerless in society,
never gives up. She returns again and again to the judge, pleading for justice — and finally, her request is granted. Jesus
uses this story to teach us a vital truth: "Pray always and do not lose heart." This message feels especially relevant to you,
our healthcare workers. Because you know what it means to persist. You persist through exhaustion. You persist through
heartache. You persist in systems that don't always make it easy. You persist in your commitment to healing and human
dignity. Like the widow, you keep showing up, not just with medical skill, but with compassion and courage. And this, too,
is mission. On World Mission Sunday, we're reminded that missionary work is the very nature of the Church, and therefore
every Christian has the responsibility and duty to evangelize: to bring God’s love to others. The mission of the Church is
not confined to faraway lands. It is here, in our own cities and hospitals. It is in the quiet acts of care, the long nights of
vigilance, the gentle words to a frightened patient. It is in YOU. You are missionaries of mercy. You are the Church in
action. You are the hands and heart of Christ to those who suffer. But let us not forget the key that sustains the mission:
Prayer. The widow teaches us not only to act — but to remain rooted in prayer. Prayer gives your mission its power. It
allows you to endure without becoming hardened. It helps you hold on to hope in the darkest hours. Don't forget to lean
on the Lord, who is with you every step. He is the Divine Physician, and He walks the halls beside you. So today, as the
Church celebrates the mission of Christ — and as we honor your vocation of healing — we also pray for you: That your
strength may be renewed; your heart may remain tender; your hands may continue to heal; and your spirit may never lose
heart. We thank you for your service. Thank you for your witness. Thank you for saying "yes" to this sacred call. May God
bless you abundantly in your mission of healing and hope. May you never lose heart. May you remain persistent in faith
and in service. After receiving the Holy Communion, may you spend a quiet moment to talk with Jesus in the Eucharist
and ask Him to bless your mission and your work holy, happy, and healthy in mind, body and spirit. Amen.

Thirdly, as said last week, today is World Mission Sunday, held every year on the second-to-last Sunday of October, with
the theme of “Missionaries of Hope among the peoples.” Pope Leo XIV says: "When | served as a missionary priest and
Bishop in Peruy, | saw first-hand how the faith, the prayer and the generosity shown on World Mission Sunday can
transform entire communities. | urge every Catholic parish in the world to take part in World Mission Sunday."

THE SHROUD OF TURIN
MUSEUM & TICKETS

will be opening this fall = on Wednesday, November 19,
2025 - on the second floor of the Christ Cathedral’s Richard
H. Pickup Cultural Center. The 10,000-square-foot museum,
called “The Shroud of Turin: An Immersive Experience,” will
feature up-to-date information about the Shroud, its history,
scientific studies and more. Through 360-degree theaters,
new sacred art and innovative Shroud replicas, visitors will
have a greater knowledge and appreciation of the storied
artifact purported to be the burial shroud of Jesus Christ.

Fr. Robert Spitzer, S.J., who heads the Magis Center of
Reason and Faith based here on campus, calls the Shroud of
Turin "the most scientifically tested relic in the world,” one
which offers enormous potential for evangelization. The
Shroud contains real human blood, has no paint or dyes of any
kind, depicts crucifixion wounds that match Gospel
descriptions, can be carbon dated to 1st-century Jerusalem,
and even contains evidence of a radiation event.
