2 A MESSAGE FROM OUR RECTOR

The Thirtieth Sunday of Ordinary Time — October 26, 2025
! tj My dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
N\

First of all, welcome to Christ Cathedral, a sacred dwelling of peace, beauty, and grace. Here, all who

seek the presence of God are embraced with open hearts and open arms. We are truly blessed by your
= presence today as we gather in the light and love of our Lord Jesus Christ. On behalf of Bishop Kevin
Vann, the devoted Shepherd of our Diocese and Pastor of Christ Cathedral, we extend our heartfelt
gratitude for your being here. Your presence is not only a sign of your personal devotion, but also a
powerful witness to the unity and strength of our spiritual family. May this time of worship fill your
heart with the peace of Christ, the joy of the Spirit, and the boundless love of God today and always!

Secondly, Let’s start with a joke. A man was praying, “Lord, | thank you that I'm not like other people—lazy, dishonest, or
even like that guy over there.” Suddenly, he hears a voice from heaven: “Well, now you are!” Today's Gospel has a bit of
humor. Jesus tells the story of two men praying in the temple. One is a Pharisee who proudly lists all the good things he
does. The other is a tax collector who can barely lift his eyes, simply saying, “God, be merciful to me, a sinner.” Jesus says
that it's the second man, the humble one, who goes home right with God. Now let's connect this with the first reading
from Sirach. We're told, “The Lord hears the cry of the poor.. The prayer of the lowly pierces the clouds.” God isn't
impressed by status or titles. He listens to the heart. The humble prayer gets through. That's good news for all of us
because God meets us not in our perfection, but in our honesty. Then in the second reading, Paul is nearing the end of his
life. He looks back, not with pride in his own strength, but in how God stood by him. He says, “The Lord stood by me and
gave me strength.” Paul knows that it wasn't about being better than others. It was about trusting in the mercy and
faithfulness of God. In our American culture, we love achievement. We admire those who hustle, perform, and succeed.
But when it comes to faith, God isn't looking for résumés. He's looking for relationship. He doesn't want a spiritual report
card. What He wants is our humble heart. So, here’s the main point: God lifts up the humble and hears the honest.
Whether you're a “Pharisee” or a “tax collector” today, Jesus invites us all to stop comparing ourselves and start
confessing. God isn't impressed by the masks we wear. He's moved by the truth we tell. After receiving the Holy
Communion, may you spend a quiet moment to talk with Jesus in the Eucharist and promise Him that you will make
space this week for humble, honest prayer. You don't need fancy words. Just come as you are. Because the prayer that
pierces the clouds starts from a heart bowed low. Amen.

THE SHROUD OF TURIN
MUSEUM & TICKETS

will be opening this fall = on Wednesday, November 19,
2025 - on the second floor of the Christ Cathedral’s Richard
H. Pickup Cultural Center. The 10,000-square-foot museum,
called “The Shroud of Turin: An Immersive Experience,” will
feature up-to-date information about the Shroud, its history,
scientific studies and more. Through 360-degree theaters,
new sacred art and innovative Shroud replicas, visitors will
have a greater knowledge and appreciation of the storied
artifact purported to be the burial shroud of Jesus Christ.

Fr. Robert Spitzer, S.J., who heads the Magis Center of
Reason and Faith based here on campus, calls the Shroud of
Turin "the most scientifically tested relic in the world,” one
which offers enormous potential for evangelization. The
Shroud contains real human blood, has no paint or dyes of any
kind, depicts crucifixion wounds that match Gospel
descriptions, can be carbon dated to 1st-century Jerusalem,
and even contains evidence of a radiation event.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO - ALENTAR UN
ENTENDIMIENTO MAS PROFUNDO DE LA ESCRITURA

Ante Dios no podemos fingir ni aparentar: El nos conoce
profundamente. Por mas cara de buenos que pongamos, El
ve mas alla: ve nuestro corazén. Tampoco podemos decirle
cuan buenos somos, porque nos conoce Yy sabe
perfectamente nuestras acciones. Hoy, Jesls nos cuenta
otra parabola: la de dos hombres que fueron al templo a
orar. Cada uno lo hace a su manera, y al escuchar el relato,
nos damos cuenta de que uno lo hace mejor que el otro.
Pero lo mas importante es que los dos hablan con Dios. Con
este ejemplo podemos aprender a orar y a presentarnos
ante Dios tal como somos. “Efectivamente, el fariseo, a
pesar de las obras, perdio la justicia; el publicano, en
cambio, se granjed la justicia por la humildad de sus
palabras. Aunque, a decir verdad, la del publicano no era
propiamente humildad: de hecho, la humildad se da cuando
uno que es grande se humilla a si mismo. La actitud del
publicano no fue humildad, sino verdad: sus palabras eran
verdaderas, pues €l era un pecador”- San Juan Criséstomo
(350-407), Homilia 2 sobre la Penitencia.

“Pero, aunque somos pecadores, no debemos
desalentarnos, porque el Senor esta con nosotros, quien
nos ha dado todo y nos hara vencer también este pequefio
paso de hoy, con la gracia de la fuerza, de la valentia, de la
oracion, de la vigilancia y de la alegria” (Papa Francisco). En
conclusion: puede ser que en cada uno de nosotros vivan
un fariseo y un publicano. Ambos necesitan de Dios para
ser liberados y perdonados. Ante Dios, oremos con verdad
y con sinceridad de corazon.
